•	 Free and confidential service available to those over 13 years.  
•	 Team of female doctors, and male and female counsellors.
•	 Immediate, emergency assistance including medical, forensic 

and counselling support, up to 2 weeks after a sexual assault. 
•	 Can support a person’s decision to involve Police (optional).
•	 Free, specialist counselling also available related to historical 

sexual assault or abuse (wait periods may apply).
