Title and brief description GEOSM505 Practical Earth Science Education. This micro-credential aims to
provide primary and secondary teachers and educators with an opportunity to
learn Earth Science topics that can be used to deliver curriculum-appropriate
content in an interactive, engaging, hands-on and project-based learning
context. The micro-credential combines online materials and discussions with
a 1-day in-person practical workshop to give participants the confidence to
effectively engage in quality Earth Science teaching in their own classrooms.
