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Web Accessibility
Policy

1 Purpose

The purpose of this Policy is to —

express the practice expected of the University Community in publishing University Online Learning Content and University Public Web Content that is more accessible to people with disability and medical conditions;

contribute to maintaining a University culture of respect, integrity and inclusivity; and

contribute to upholding the rights members of the University Community to fair treatment.
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This Policy is to be read in conjunction with the following —
Web Accessibility Guideline; and

Web Content Accessibility Guidelines (current version).

2 Scope

Institutional Scope

The scope of this Policy applies to the entire University in the development of new, and amendment to existing University Online Learning Content and University Public Web Content where that content is 51 per cent or more owned by the University.

Individual Scope

The scope of this Policy applies to the entire University Community in the development of new, and amendment to existing University Online Learning Content and University Public Web Content where that content is 51 per cent or more owned by the University.

3 Web Accessibility

Web Accessibility means the ability of web content to be Perceivable, Operable, Understandable and Robust as defined by the World Wide Web Consortium in the current version of the Web Content Accessibility Guidelines.

4 Web Accessibility Content

University Online Learning Content

University Online Learning Content means content provided by the University for the administration, documentation, tracking, reporting and delivery of educational courses or training programs accessed through the internet.

University Public Web Content

University Public Web Content means online content accessed by the University Community and members of the public that is publicly available without the need for user authentication.
5 Web Accessibility Conformance

Level AA

The University will provide new or amended University Online Learning Content and University Public Web Content that meets WCAG 2.1 Level AA of the Web Content Accessibility Guidelines.

The University will meet the practice of sufficient techniques (as defined in the Web Content Accessibility Guidelines) required of WCAG 2.1 Level AA.

The University will encourage the practice of advisory techniques (as defined in the Web Content Accessibility Guidelines) to strengthen WCAG 2.1 Level AA.

Level AAA

The University will encourage new or amended University Online Learning Content and Public Web Content that meets WCAG 2.1 Level AAA of the Web Content Accessibility Guidelines.
6 Web Accessibility Participation

The University will promote the support opportunities, services and facilities available to —

administer this Policy for the benefit of the University Community, prospective Employees, prospective Students and members of the public; and 

utilise this Policy as a member of the University Community, prospective Employee or prospective Student.

7 Web Accessibility Reasonable Adjustments

The University will make Reasonable Adjustments to accommodate individuals with disability or medical conditions to access University Online Learning Content and University Public Web Content where the requirements of this Policy, WCAG 2.1 Level AA, does not fully meet the needs of a member of the University Community.

The University will not make adjustments to University Online Learning Content where that content is being used to replicate traditional on-campus delivery for Units that are experiencing Emergency Remote Teaching protocols. 
Emergency Remote Teaching is defined as a temporary shift of instructional delivery to an online or blended delivery mode due to crisis circumstances.
