Procedure

2 Intent
(A). The intent of this Procedure is to —

(1). detail the processes for the awarding and conferral of Honorary degrees and Chancellor’s Medals; and

(2). detail the benefits, entitlements and responsibilities for awardees of a UWA —
(a). Honorary degree; or

(b). Chancellor’s Medal.
3 Awarding of Honorary Degrees

(A). Honorary degrees are awarded by the Senate, on recommendation from the Honorary Degrees Committee, in line with the Honorary Degree and Chancellor’s Medal Policy.

4 Conferral of Honorary Degrees

(A). Honorary degrees are conferred at graduation ceremonies.

(B). The University Secretary will advise the Manager, Examinations, Progression and Graduations of a candidate’s acceptance of the offer of an honorary degree.

(C). Upon advice of the candidate’s acceptance, the Manager, Examinations, Progression and Graduations will be responsible for all practical matters associated with the conferral of honorary degrees at relevant graduation ceremonies excluding those addressed at 4(D).  

(D). The University Secretary will arrange for reimbursement of expenses associated with attending a graduation ceremony for awardees who reside outside the Perth metropolitan area, in line with the Honorary Degrees and Chancellor’s Medal Policy.

5 Academic Regalia

(A). The academic regalia for each type of honorary degree are described in the University Policy on: Graduation: Academic Dress.

(B). The academic regalia for honorary degree awardees is provided to the recipient by the University for use at their graduation ceremony.

6 Duration of Honorary Degrees

(A). Honorary degrees will normally be conferred in perpetuity.

(B). The Senate may revoke an Honorary Degree in accordance with the UWA Statute and the Honorary Degees and Chancellor’s Medal Policy.  

7 Post-nominals

(A). Recipients of honorary degrees are entitled to use the relevant post-nominal for that degree for all correspondence and cite the official award abbreviation after their name, provided that all such references are followed by “(Honorary)”.

(B). An honorary degree is not a qualification under the Australian Qualifications Framework (AQF), and does not entitile the recipient to use the title ‘Doctor’ or “Dr’ except when participating in an activity or event associated with the University of Western Australia.

8 Awarding of Chancellor’s Medals

(A). Chancellor’s Medals are awarded by the Senate, on recommendation from the Honorary Degrees Committee, in line with the Honorary Degree and Chancellor’s Medal Policy.

9 Conferral of Chancellor’s Medals

(A). Chancellor’s Medals are conferred at graduation ceremonies.

(B). The University Secretary will advise the Manager, Examinations, Progression and Graduations of a candidate’s acceptance of the offer of a Chancellor’s Medal.

(C). Upon advice of the candidate’s acceptance, the Manager, Examinations, Progression and Graduations will be responsible for all practical matters associated with the conferral of Chancellor’s Medals at relevant graduation ceremonies excluding those addressed at 8(D).  

(D). The University Secretary will arrange for —
(1). production and engraving of the Chancellor’s Medals to be presented to the awardees; 
(2). reimbursement of expenses associated with attending a graduation ceremony for awardees who reside outside the Perth metropolitan area, in line with the Honorary Degrees and Chancellor’s Medal Policy.

10 Duration of Chancellor’s Medals

(A). Chancellor’s Medals will normally be awarded in perpetuity.

(B). The Senate may revoke an Chancellor’s Medal in line with the Honorary Degees and Chancellor’s Medal Policy.  

11 Publication of awards

(A). Award information for honorary degrees and the Chancellor’s Medals is published on the UWA website. Award information for honorary degrees is also included in the University’s register of awards and published on the University’s Award Verification Service.
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
