1 Purpose

The purpose of this Policy is to —

prohibit direct funding from the Tobacco Industry; and
contribute to a University culture of Integrity.

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2 Scope

2.1 Institutional Scope

(A). The scope of this Policy applies to the entire University.

2.2 Individual Scope

The scope of this Policy applies to all University Officials and Researchers.

3 Tobacco Industry Funding 

Tobacco Industry means any organisation involved in the manufacture of cigarettes, cigars, snuff, chewing tobacco and pipe tobacco.

The University must not accept direct funding from the Tobacco Industry for any purpose.  

The University must not accept direct funding from other organisations that —

engage directly in the production, manufacture, distribution, promotion or marketing of tobacco products as its primary business; or

acceptance of the funding involves any promotion or advertising that can be perceived to support the Tobacco Industry or the tobacco lobbyists and their activities.

The University may accept funding from organisations involved in the Tobacco Industry if, in the option of the Vice-Chancellor —

the primary business of that organisation is unrelated to the Tobacco Industry; and

acceptance of that funding cannot be perceived to support the Tobacco Industry or the tobacco lobbyists and their activites.
