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International Student
Tuition Fee Setting, Monitoring
and Adjustment 
Policy

1 Purpose

The purpose of this Policy is to —

establish the practices for setting, amendment and monitoring of tuition fees applicable to International Students undertaking coursework studies at the University; and

recover all costs incurred by the University in developing and running courses, and lead to an ongoing surplus.
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2 International Student Tuition Fees

Setting

International Student tuition fees must aim to recover, within a reasonable timeframe, all costs incurred across the University in developing and running the course, and lead to an ongoing surplus.  

International Student tuition fees and fee adjustments are communicated in a transparent and consistent way.

Fees are to be set and reviewed annually after consideration of the following factors —

cost of delivery, including cost of teaching and other known costs and anticipated cost increases;

capacity of the University to deliver the course or units within the course;

fee benchmarking against other universities;

government and legislative demands (including the minimum indicative fees for overseas students);

identified or anticipated demand trends;

alignment with University strategy; and

the impact of any fee increase on continuing students.

The Deputy Vice-Chancellor Education is responsible for ensuring effective fee setting and monitoring procedures are in place, and administrative processes comply with legislative requirements.

Monitoring and Adjustment

The Deputy Vice-Chancellor Education will oversee an annual review of fees —

Tuition fees may change each calendar year;

Any annual tuition fee increases for international students is limited to 7.5% for each subject discipline fee band

All tuition fees are set and approved in time to meet internal and external publication timeframes.

Indicative course fees over the normal duration of full-time study programs will be provided to International onshore students prior to their enrolment by UWA Admissions, in the offer letter an international student receives.

Fees will be set in time to meet internal and external publication requirements, meet legislative requirements, and provide adequate lead times for fee information to be distributed to current and prospective future students to enable their decision-making.
