The University of Western Australia Art 
Collection
Holding more than 3000 works, LWAG cares for 
one of the most important art collections in WA. 
Significant mid-20th century Australian work by 
artists including Clarice Beckett, Elise Blumann, 
Howard Taylor, Arthur Boyd and Sydney Nolan 
sits alongside diverse work by local and national 
contemporary artists.

Cruthers Collection of Women’s Art 
(CCWA)
Australia’s only dedicated public collection of 
women’s art is housed at LWAG, the CCWA holds over 
900 works of art. This collection was founded upon a 
substantial gift made by Sir James and Lady Sheila 
Cruthers to the university in 2007. Recent acquisitions 
to the collection include work by artists Kate Just, 
Jacquie Moran, Katthy Cavaliere and Rhonda Sharpe.

Berndt Museum 
The Berndt Museum is an Indigenous-led institution 
that holds one of the most significant collections of 
Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander cultural material 
in the world. While the primary focus of the collection 
relates to Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander 
cultures, it also extends globally to Melanesia and 
Southeast Asia, spanning regions like China, India, 
Japan and Egypt.
