2.1 Institutional Scope

The scope of this Policy applies to the entire University.

2.2 Individual Scope

The scope of this Policy applies to the entire University Community.
3 Memorial Services
Memorial Service means an event held to honour the deceased. 

The University may allow memorial services on Campus.
The University will not allow funeral services on Campus due to the diverse cultural and religious sensitivities of Students and University Officers and the usually very short notice and potential disruption to University operations.
3.1 Eligibility for Memorial Services
Eligibility for Memorial Services for —

High Ranking University Officers will be at the discretion of the Vice-Chancellor;

Pre-eminent Alumni will be at the discretion of the Vice-Chancellor; and

High Ranking Public Officials or People of Profile will be at the request of the Premiers Office.

High Ranking means past and present Chancellors, Vice-Chancellors, pre-eminent Executive Members, Deans and University Officers. 

Pre-eminent Alumni means industry and/or community leaders who graduates of the University.

Public Official means cabinet ministers and/or diplomats.

People of Profile means leading researchers, professional and philanthropists.

The Vice-Chancellor may approve the use of the Campus for Memorials Services.
The Director Venues Management may approve the use of The University Club of Western Australia for Memorial Services.

Timing

Memorial Services will be restricted to weekends during semester 1 and 2.

Memorial Services must not take place —

during the following periods —

enrolment;

examinations;

graduations;

Orientation Day;

UWA Open Day;

Perth International Writers Festival; or
upon identification of potential conflicting activities.
Location
Memorial Services may take place only in the following locations —

Winthrop Hall and Undercroft;

Octagon Theatre;

Somerville Auditorium;

Sunken Garden; and

The University Club of Western Australia.
Parking
Reserved parking will be restricted to carpark 1 only (maximum 280 bays).

Pre-arranged reserved parking will be free of charge.

All other parking will be subject to availability and fees.
