Student Housing
Policy

1 Purpose

The purpose of this Policy is to express the eligibility criteria and other conditions for managing and allocating University Owned Residential Properties.
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This Policy is to be read in conjunction with the following —
Crawley Village Student Hosing Portal.

2 Student Housing

University Owned Residential Properties means properties owned by the University used for rental accommodation including Endowment Properties and Bequest Properties. 

Endowment Properties are properties purchased by the University using funds from an  Endowment.
Bequest Properties are properties gifted to the University from a deceased estate.

The Accommodation and Commercial Services Office will manage and allocate all University Owned Residential Properties.
A minimum of one enrolled Student must be listed on a tenancy agreement.

University Owned Residential Properties may be let to applicants that are Non-students at the discretion of the Director Student Life.

Non-student means an individual who is not enrolled as a Student.

2.1 Property Listings

The Accommodation and Commercial Services Office will list all available properties on the Crawley Village Student Housing Portal.

The Accommodation and Commercial Services Office will manage all expressions of interest, viewings and allocations. 
Rent Setting

Property Managers will set rents in accordance with the annual operating budget as approved by the Director Student Life.

Property Managers will perform rent rate reviews annually in line with the latest consumer price index and normal market rates.
2.1.1 Endowment Properties

Property Managers will set rents for Endowment Properties at normal market rates, unless otherwise approved by the Director Student Life.
2.1.2 Bequest Properties

Property Managers may set rents for Bequest Properties at subsidised rates.  

2.2 Eligibility

2.2.1 Endowment Property Eligibility 
Eligibility for Endowment Properties will be prioritised according to —

enrolment/appointment type —

full-time enrolled postgraduate Student;

full-time enrolled undergraduate Student;

part-time enrolled postgraduate Student;

part-time enrolled undergraduate Student;

Research Associates; and

other enrolled Student.
postgraduate program type —

Higher Doctorates;

Doctor of Philosophy (PhD) including combined degree variants;

Professional Doctorate;

Master’s Degree by Research (thesis only);

Master’s Degree by Research (creative work);

Master’s Degree by Research (thesis and creative work);

Master’s Degree by Thesis and Creative work;

Master’s Degree by Coursework;

Higher Degree;

Postgraduate Bachelor’s;

Graduate/Postgraduate Diploma;

Graduate/Postgraduate Certificate; and

any other postgraduate study.

undergraduate program type —

Undergraduate Bachelor’s Degree (including honours);

Undergraduate Diploma; and

any other undergraduate study.

financial circumstances (at the discretion of the Property Manager); and

personal circumstances (at the discretion of the Property Manager).

2.2.2 Bequest Property Eligibility

Eligibility for Bequest Properties will be prioritised using the following  order of merit —

Higher Doctorate;

Doctor of Philosophy, including combined degree variants;

Professional Doctorate;

Master’s Degree by Research (thesis only);

Master’s Degree by Research (creative work);

Master’s Degree by Research (thesis and creative work); and

Master’s Degree by Thesis and Creative work.

Subsidised rates for Bequest Properties will not be available to other postgraduate Students or undergraduate Students.
2.3 Property Maintenance

Property Managers and/or assistants will conduct a thorough inspection of each property once a semester, to identify any required maintenance needed to keep properties structurally safe and appropriately maintained.

Tenants must report all maintenance issues to their Property Manager promptly.  

The Accommodation and Commercial Services Office will respond to maintenance issues promptly, depending on the urgency of works required.

2.4 Renewing a Tenancy Agreement

Property Managers must review the eligibility of tenants to remain in a property before a tenancy agreement expires.
