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Schedules 

Schedule 1 – Minimum requirements for JDD
1.1 The Student must enrol at both institutions, the primary place of enrolment where the student spends a majority of their time is identified as the Home institution. 

1.2 The student is required to spend at least 12 months or 30% of their candidature at the host institution.

1.3 The student is responsible for tuition fees at each institution to the extent that tuition fees are not waived or covered by a scholarship. Tuition fees include the UWA International Student doctoral degree course tuition fee and the annual Student Services and Amenities Fee. 

1.4 The Student is responsible for the cost of travel to the Host institution and for accommodation and living costs for the duration of the residency. This includes the visa requirements applicable in each country and travel insurance as well as visa-length health cover for the duration of the stay at the host institution.
1.5 Only one thesis is submitted for examination. The thesis must incorporate an account of research undertaken during the program. Where the research undertaken is on more than one topic:

(a) it must demonstrate the relationship between the topics; and

(b) the material that has been presented for a degree previously must not be submitted as a student's thesis unless explicitly acknowledged with prior approval.
1.6 For any jointly authored material, the work done by the student must be clearly indicated and certified as such by the co-authors. The co-authors must certify that they agree to the inclusion of the joint authored material in the thesis.
1.7 A single PhD examination process is conducted as arranged in the agreement. To satisfy UWA requirements the thesis must be examined by a minimum of two external, independent and internationally recognised examiners, agreeable to the supervisors from both institutions and approved by the relevant body at each institution. A supervisor, or a member of a supervisory panel, for a particular student must not be appointed as an examiner of that student under this rule.
1.8 The classification of a doctoral thesis is subject to the examination requirements at both institutions, which are informed by the reports from the examiners. To the extent that the provisions in the Agreement are inconsistent with the rules and regulations of either the Home Institution or the Host Institution, the provisions in the Agreement applies. Students who do not meet the examination requirements of one of the institutions may still be eligible for a single Doctoral from the other institution, at its discretion.
1.9 Testamurs and academic transcripts must each state that the degree was undertaken jointly between the named home Institution and the host Institution.
Schedule 2 – Procedures for establishment of a JDD
1.10 Only an academic sponsor, usually the Head of School, may propose the establishment of a JDD or ICA (Individual candidature Agreement). It is essential that the academic knows their partners through appropriate due diligence informed by knowledge of foreign interference risks. With different national regulations and quality assurance regimes, proposers should first establish explicitly what is meant by a joint Doctoral degree course and determine if the partner’s country or institution will permit the establishment of JDD as described in this policy. 

1.11 Proposals must only be made following a thorough assessment of feasibility, include a risk assessment identifying incongruent issues, how they can be mitigated and addressing any gaps in the alignment of processes for supervision and examination of joint Doctoral degree course candidates. Elements to be considered in order to propose the establishment of a Joint Doctoral with a host institution:
(a) Prospective partner institutions must have research and research training standards at least equivalent to UWA in relation to governance, OHS, research ethics and research integrity, clear HDR or PhD policies and procedures;

(b) Evidence of an established history of research collaboration between proposed academic partners (supervisors) and/or between Schools or institutions; 
(c) The proposed structure of the program; 
(d) The program demand and benefits to the students; 
(e) Resources including access to facilities and funding; 
(f) Publications, outputs, IP, commercialisation and other expectations clearly stated; 
(g) Admission requirements and language proficiency; 
(h) Tuition fees (strategies to ensure two-way flow of student numbers should be in place before establishing a joint PhD), travel and research costs; 
(i) Proposed form of examination of thesis and candidate if different from the UWA process; and

(j) Recognition of the joint participants in conferring the award in both academic transcripts and the testamur (usually issued by the home institution).
1.12 A student seeking establishment of a JDD, must first attain the support of a supervisor and enrolling School.  

1.13 The Head of School must show support of the submission on the internal Expression of Interest form [JDD Proposal EOI template] and sign a declaration that affirms that this agreement is for the benefit of UWA. The Head of School is required to confirm that the supervision teams in both the institutions are free from any actual or perceived conflict of interest. Schools are required to discuss the proposed program extensively with their counterparts at the proposed partner institution and provide, for the consideration of the Dean GRS, comprehensive insight on the strategic benefits and addressing specific areas of concern around duty of care to the student, as set out in the EOI template. 

1.14 The Board of the Graduate Research School (BGRS) is expected to consider the proposal and approve the preparation of an Agreement with an approved partner institution based on the merits of the case presented in the EOI seeking the establishment of the Joint doctoral degree course. The rationale may relate to clear evidence of research collaboration, priority partners, internationalisation strategy, school research development strategy, complementary research strengths or resources.

1.15 All EOI proposals to establish a JDD are signed off by the Dean of the Graduate Research School once approval has been sought from the Board of the Graduate Research School. This also signals approval for the relevant GRS administrator to commence the drafting and negotiation of a JDD and/or ICA in close cooperation with the administrative bodies responsible for doctoral candidates in the host institution. 

1.16 Unless otherwise set out below or in a specific JDD —

(a) the Doctor of Philosophy Rules apply to joint doctoral degree course;

(b) the regulations and conditions governing scholarships and awards apply to joint doctoral course;

(c) a candidate enrolled in a joint doctoral degree course is normally required to spend one-third of the degree, but at least 12 months (FTE) time in residence within the appropriate school at each University as set out in the joint PhD agreement.

1.17 Before an application for enrolment in joint doctoral degree course is given final approval by the Board, a Joint PhD agreement must be finalised between the two participating institutions. The Agreement must set out particular details of the arrangements pertaining to candidature including the agreed terms of candidature, supervision, examination, annual reporting requirements (including definitions of satisfactory progress), research proposal submission, intellectual property, animal and human ethics approvals and funding (including tuition, stipend and research costs). The Agreement(s) must be approved by the Dean, Graduate Research School and/or the Board of the Graduate Research School before endorsement. 
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
