Andy Li (Piano) 
Andy is currently studying an Honours degree in the Bachelor of 
Music under the tutelage of Graeme Gilling, Head of Keyboard. 
He won the Waveney Wansborough Piano competition two 
years in a row, as well winning the Flora Bunning Chamber Music 
Prize in 2020, and was awarded a Wesley Uniting Church Music 
Scholarship in 2021. Earlier this year he collaborated with the 
Western Australia Symphony Orchestra recording the first 
movement of Beethoven’s Piano Concerto No. 3. 
 
Andy will be playing the first movement of Sergei Prokofiev's

Rachael is a soprano and student at UWA, studying voice 
under the tutelage of renown International Soprano Sara 
Macliver. She completed the Bachelor of Music Course, as 
well as a Diploma in Modern Languages (German) last year, 
and is currently undertaking the Honours in Performance 
course.  
  
Since commencing her studies at UWA, Rachael has 
performed in various ensembles including the UWA Con-

Giovanni Consort. She was a 2021 Scholar at the Wesley Uniting Church, and recipient of the 2020 Lynn 
Kann Memorial Prize, 2021 Edith Cowan Prize in Music, and the 2021 Lady Callaway Medal for 
Music. She was also a finalist in the 2021 Irwin Street Collective Instrumental and Vocal Competition.  
  
Recently, Rachael has had the opportunity to perform recitals at Wesley Uniting Church and Ross 
Memorial Church, through her connection as a Wesley Scholar. She also participated as a member of 
The Giovanni Consort for their concert ‘Songs for the Soul’ and performed in Irwin Street Collective’s 
‘Magnificent Fortepiano’ concert earlier this year.

He has appeared as a guest conductor for orchestras 
and bands throughout Asia, Australia and the US, as well as performances 
internationally on Euphonium.  
 
Alan holds a Doctorate in Conducting and Masters degree in Euphonium 
Performance from Indiana University.  Publications include contributions to the 
Teaching Music Through Performance in Band series of books and the MBM 
Times.  Cimarron Publishing has released his compositions and arrangements for 
both band and orchestra.

Fellowship. He is recognised by the world's leading clarinet manufacturer as a Buffet-Crampon Artist.  
 
Ashley is an Assistant Professor at the University of Western Australia where he is the Chair of Winds. As 
a soloist and director he has performed alongside international and Australian orchestras.
