	Methods and procedures will follow the ‘Be a Bush Scientist’ program guide and be in accordance with the Department of Parks and Wildlife standard operating procedure (SOP No: 9.3) ‘Dry pitfall trapping for vertebrates and invertebrates’. 

Invertebrates will be captured in dry pit-fall traps. Small glass jars will be used as pit-fall traps. The jars will be inserted into the ground in the chosen area, so that the lip of the jar is level with the soil. The number of traps will be 1 trap per 1 (or 2) student. Traps will be spaced at 4-5m intervals along a transect (in lines), and the transects will be 4-5m apart. 
Traps will be checked every 2 days. The lids are placed on the jars prior to the jars being removed from the ground and taken back to the classroom. The invertebrates are temporarily held and kept alive in the jars. The number of trapped invertebrates will be recorded in classroom and then taken back to the bush where they will be released, alive, near the trapping site. After removal of the trap, the ground surface is made level.

If rain is predicted pitfall traps will not be installed, or lids will be put on the jars so that they do not fill with water.  The lids will be removed after the rain event has passed.  
Signs will be placed in the area where the traps have been installed. The signs will inform anyone who finds the traps why the traps are there and who they should contact if they have any queries (School and teachers name).
